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Revisiting “Situated Learning”:
Expanding Possibilities for Educational Practice and Research

Mitsuo KuBoTa
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The goal of this paper is to develop new perspectives on education and
research through reviewing the concept of situated learning proposed by
Lave and Wenger (1991). Specifically, the paper explores the concept in
relation to learning a second or foreign language.

The most distinctive characteristic of situated learning is its focus on
social aspects of learning. Whereas more traditional views see learning
as changes taking place in an individual’s brain as a result of acquiring
knowledge and skills (and thus learning takes place within an individual),
situated learning considers learning as a form of identity construction taking
place as part of the process of participating in a community of practice,
hence the goal of education is to become a fully participating member in the
community.

The new perspective towards learning will influence practices and
research in educational settings. This paper examines how teachers’ and
learners’ roles are viewed, how to motivate learners, and how learning
materials can be selected and organized under the concept of situated
learning in contrast to the traditional view of learning. Based on this
examination, the paper discusses possible directions for research under the

framework of situated learning.
