Synopsis

Teaching Media English on a Mainframe BBS

Haruo Nishinoh

This paper examines effectiveness of computer-aided media English reading
class.:

There is a strong need for teaching media English today. The need is stronger
than ever, as mass-media and interﬁatibnal telecommunication have developed to a
degree that could not have been imagined. There is, however, a difficulty in
organizing a well fﬁnctioning media English reading class. Methodology aéide, the
difficulty lies mainly in obtaining topiéal news articles of good quality.

There also is a need for individuaiized learning in media English classes. This
is because, in a large university like Doshisha, a language class often consists of
students of various mﬁjors, and even when their majors- are the same, students Show
greatly varied interests. Using a uniform textbook is effective in an initial
introductory perlod but, as the students interests dcepen and w1den we need to
provide materials that stimulate their mtellectual appetites. Prov1dmg the materials
effectively to each of the students, however, poses another kind of difficulty.
Printing and distributing materials to all the students without fail is also a time-
consuming, troublesome task.

In 1993 I set up a media English reading class in a TSS room. The classroom
was originally designed for programming and data processing for the students of the

Engineering Department. We used TIME: We the People (NTC, 1989) as a textbook
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for initial orientation and reading and the articles downloaded from the database,
LEXIS/NEXIS, for further reading. Articles were distributed through the
Mainframe BBS system, and students’ reading reports were collected as electronic
files. The use of the on-line system greatly reduced the trouble of searching,
retrieving, editing, saving, and distibuting materials.

During the first half of the spring term I taught the students how to read the
news articles, stressing the importance of understanding the construction, topics, and
the development of argument within articles. In addition to this, I taught students
how to use computers for wordprocessing purposes. We carefully read five articles
together during this period. During the second half of the spring term, I required
each student to choose one unread article of their interest from the textbook, and
submit a reading report with a summary, word list and critical commentary.

During the summer recess I started to search, choose, and download articles
from the LEXIS/NEXIS database. Articles were chosen taking the students’
interests and requests into consideration. I downloaded more than 700 articles and
carefully selected 350 for classroom use.

During the first half of the fall term, I let each students make a presentation
orally, based on the previously submitted reading report. All the class examined the
presentation, and 10 students were specially assigned to give critical comments to a
presenter. In the meantime [ started to teach them how to use their computer in
order to browse, retrieve and print out the articles stored in the mainframe. During
the second half of the fall term, students started to download materials and read the
articles by themselves. My role was to help students with their reading during the
class. I encouraged them to go to the University Library and consult dictionaries,
encyclopedias and books on related subjects to strengthen their understanding of the
articles. Their final assignment was to hand in the reading report with critical

comment on a chosen article/articles of more than 2000 words in length.
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On the whole the BBS system functioned quite well and the students liked the
class very much. At the end of the year I collected comments from students and
they confirmed the great potentiality of individualized computer-aided reading class.
The problems of accumulating the appropriate up-to-date materials as database, and

training the students to have critical views on the topics, are yet to be addressed.
