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Synopsis

How to Use Access to
— Toward a Newly-devised Lexical Description of Access—

Nobuyuki Yamauchi

The present paper aims at offering a corpus-oriented description of access
fo in English and putting forward a more motivated analysis of the access to
expression.

The first task in the paper is to elucidate some defects of the definitions of
the word seen in some dictionaries now in use. A simple citation of an example
of “the only access to that building” serves to demonstrate that the common
tendency of the definitions assumes that access is almost always followed by
fo and, therefore, denotes the one-way approach and movement toward the
target in question or the ‘one-way’ availability of it. A corpus-based study,
however, presents many counterexamples to the general assumption, which
include a variety of other collocations such as access from, access through,
access to and from | access from and to, access between, and so on. It should
be suggested that these examples reject the exclusive ‘one-way’ reading of
access; they rather show that the ‘two-way’ or ‘bidirectional’ reading is
explicitly or implicitly stated or inferred.

Given this new proposal, the next consideration should be confined to the
conditions where the ‘two-way’ or ‘bidirectional’ reading of access is more
preferable. A closer examination of the expression “access fo an X” in relation
to the properties of the target X followed by access to will suggest the following

two conditions:
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(i) when an X is a lexical entity with a semantic feature [+transferable],
which explicitly assumes ‘two-way’ or ‘bidirectional’ movement and,
(ii) when an X serves as metonymy in which it can be used as a substitution
of its lexical entity with the semantic feature [+transferable], even if
the target X is not explicitly lexicalized as having the semantic feature

[+transferable].

This proposal seems a rather ambitious attempt in that it excludes
assumptions that the ‘one-way’ reading is most prevalent in the lexical
description of access in the dictionary and the ‘two-way’ or ‘bidirectional’
reading is restricted to the description of computer-related terms, but the present
approach should be more persuasive in terms of the economy and elegance of

description as well as the linguistic data in the corpus.
